REQUIREMENTS FOR ADMISSION

For admission to the Biological Sciences major, students must earn a minimum overall GPA of 2.8 or
better, and must complete classes articulated with the following UC Merced courses prior to admission:

o BIO 1 & 1L (with B or better grades in each course),
0o CHEM 2, CHEM 10, CHEM 8 & 8L, CHEM 100
o MATH 11 OR MATH 21, MATH 12 OR MATH 22

Transfer students seeking fall admission should have the following completed by the spring term
preceding fall enroliment at UC Merced:

1. All minimum admissions requirements including appropriate courses in math and the equivalent of
WRI 1 and WRI 10 (see articulation by department on ASSIST.org).

2. At least one social science, Humanities or Arts course listed in the general education information
for the School of Natural Sciences. Two courses (one from each area) is strongly recommended.

3. All major preparation requirements as stated above.
